THE QUATER CENTENARY OF 

LADY MARGARET. 

St Peter's day, 29 June 1909, the four­

hundredth anniversary of Lady Margaret's 

death, the Dean of Westminster preached in 

the Abbey at the afternoon service on our 

saintly Foundress, whose tomb, by Torrigiano, is one 

of the jewels of the church. 

Near midnight a party viewed the tomb and other 

monuments by lamp-light, and the Dean distributed 

photographs of Torrigiano's masterpiece. 

At eight o'clock there met in the Jerusalem Chamber 

guests representing all the foundations of Lady Margaret, 

and all the places where she has left a name. The hosts 

were the Dean and Chapter of Westminster. Among 

those present were the Archbishop of Canterbury, the 

Lord High Steward (Lord Salisbury), Dr Sanday (of 

Oxford), .the Vice-Chancellor of Cambridge (Dr A. J. 

Mason), the Masters of Trinity, Christ's, and St John's, 

the Headmaster of Westminster (Dr Gow), Dr Bonney 

(a Governor of Westminster, formerly a master there), 

and the Headmaster of Wimborne (where Lady 
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
