NOTES FROM THE COLLEGE RECORDS.

N this number we reprint a very rare tract 

connected with College matters during the 

Commonwealth period. The tract, which 

does not appear to be in' the Library of the 

British Museum, has been transcribed from the copy 

in the University Library in the Cambridge collection 

of the late Mr John Willis Clark (the Press mark is : 

Cam. d. 649). 
The author, Robert Waideson (Wadeson or �aydson), 

matriculated .from St John's, 3 July 1628, before the 

Register of Admissions begins. He was M.A. 1639, 

and M. D . 16•f.7· He was admitted a Fellow of the 

College, 12 August 1639, in obedience to a Mandate 

from King Charles I, and 2 3 August following was 

elected a Law Fellow, this relieving him from the 
obligation of taking Orders. The Physic "Place" and 
"Lecture" which he sought was the corresponding 

medical Fellowship, tenable also without taking Orders, 
and the Lectureship on the Foundation of Thomas 
Linacre. 

There are many points of interest in the tract which 
invite comment, but this is reserved for another occasion. 
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
